Project Selection:

Engineering -- reduces potential pedestrian/bicycle
conflicts with motor vehicles; traffic volume around
schools; and/or establishes safer and fully accessible
crossings, walkways, trails or bikeways.

Enforcement -- improves traffic safety and helps to
Increase the number of children walking and biking to
school safely.

Grant Program 2006

Project Selection:

Education -- teaches children about bicycling and
walking safety skills, the health effects of walking and
biking, the impact to the environment, transportation
choices and encourages walking and biking to school.

Implementation — projects are ready to proceed and can
be accomplished expeditiously.
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Project Selection:

Proposals are reviewed by the WSDOT Safe Routes to
School Advisory Board.

The prioritized list of projects are submitted to the
Governor’s office and the legislature, who make final
decisions on grant awards.
